Alternative crops - species cultivated on small areas, not
currently grow in a specific geographic region, creating new
market opportunities, help diversify nutrition, assortment

of crops, rotations, and are demanding environmental
conditions and cultivation

Ex.: Buckwheat, mustard, safflower, nigella , etc.
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EXAMPLES OF SPECIFIC PRACTICES IN
<# ORGANIC FARMING AS SOURCE OF BIODIVERSITY
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Hidden crops: can be grown on the same land area,
with annual or perennial culture (culture protective)
and Is designed to suppress the growth of weeds,
reduce soil erosion, resulting in almost normal
harvest .
